If there is another way in which our members can be an active participant
in your project (e.g., helping to plant a garden), please provide us with that information.
We will assign one of our Club members to be your school’s liaison. He/she will assist with all
aspects of the project.
Award recipients must provide us with 2-3 photos of the project in the school setting and the
photos may be included on our Club’s website, newsletter, and other promotional materials.
