	Project Description: For the last four years, the city of Santa Fe Springs and the Rotary Club of SFS have donated school suppies and backpacks to local families in need.  Our club collaborates with the city to reach more people.  Our goal is to give away 200 backpacks and supplies to youths age 5-18.  Families are screened by the city of Santa Fe Springs to verify they meet necessary criteria for need.  Additional resources from other non profits and local businesses will also be available when the backpacks are distributed.
	Other Support: In kind contributions from City of Santa Fe Springs: screening, set up for event
	Other Involvement: See above
	Club Participation: Club participation includes purchasing school supplies, using a weeky meeting day to organize supplies and backpacks, sorting according to age groups. Attend the event at the distribution  center on the day of the giveaway, including set up and clean up. We expect 10 members for a total of 100 hours. 
	Beneficiaries: We are serving low income children ages 5-18 from the City of Santa Fe Springs.  Many live in households unable to afford basic school supplies, based on income criteria guidelines that are set and implemented by the city in order to identify 200 children who are most in need. 
	Community Impacts: Children who receive these school supplies will have the opportunity for school success with the necessary tools to keep up with classroom assignments and curriculum. Improved comfort and ability to engage in assignments will lead to better attention, grades, achievement and learning outcomes that will also benefit their families via their ability to graduate from high school and attend college. 
	Funds Stewardship: The City of Santa Fe Springs and the club treasurer, along with the project director, will keep track of receipts and funds to be sure all monies are spent on the targeted project.  The activity will be monitored using Quickbooks accounting software. 
	Additional Comments: The need is great in this community.  Although the population numbers only 17,000, 26% are under the age of 18 and 9% live below the poverty line, according to the US Census Bureau.  In order for children in these families to break out of the cycle of poverty, it is crucial for them to have the necessary resources for school success.  This creates future opportunities that may not have been available to their parents.  Please note that the city of Santa Fe Springs will also donate in kind staffing assistance to support it. and willy donate uan additional $1500 to help cover costs of suppliers.
