	being served: Project Shepherd is a City of Lakewood assistance program which collects food, toys, personal-care items, and school items for needy community members.  Project Shepherd serves the community year round by providing emergency food and utility bill assistance for those who qualify.  Hundreds of families are served by this program each year and were assisted during 2020 and into 2021 during the COVID crisls.

In December, the Project Shepherd holiday program provides additional assistance to individuals and families in the City of Lakewood.  Low-income families can apply for help with groceries and food, and the program, sponsored significantly by Rotary Club of Lakewood, collects toys for children in those families.

During the summer and prior to school, Project Shepherd conducts a backpack drive to collect backpacks and school supplies for students of identified families.  The supplies include pencils, paper, crayons, scissors, and other important school materials.

Other community members donate money, cash, and items for the separate Project Shepherd projects.
	their activities: Club members participate in the summer by shopping for backpacks and supplies and "stuffing" the backpacks with those supplies.  Throughout the year, members participate in food collection and distribution of food.  During the holidays, members work at the food "warehouse" to sort and organize donated food and to pack it into boxes for families and volunteer at the "Teddy Bear Tree" at the Lakewood Mall to solicit donations of toys to children whose names and ages are listed on paper teddy bears on a Christmas tree.  At the end of the holiday event, members gather to distribute boxes of food and gift cards to seniors or home-bound citizens.
	will transfers of funds to international partners be handled: Project Shepherd funds will be distributed to Project Shepherd, which is a non-profit organization.  The non-profit organization is accountable for all funds received and distributed.  Members of Lakewood Rotary Club sit as a member of the community Board for Project Shepherd and participate in the distribution and application of all funds received by Project Shepherd.
