Shirts will be about $6.50 per person and medals can range from $2.50 to $5 depending on how nice they are
and how early they are ordered. Bibs will be less than 50 cents per person with graphics and logos printed on
the bib included. Organizer (Gavin Mc Kiernan) will get the quote, have the president approve it and then order
these things and then will manage their pick up and distribution at the event.

The race organizer will set up a registration page for you and can manage the communications with the
participants via email before and after the event. The organizer's fees will $4,750

Cost exceeding $2,000 will be covered with community project fund of Signal Hill Rotary. Registration fees and
sponsor donation will go back to the club community fund to support local animal services.
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
