OCUnited is a well-regarded non-profit organizations providing a variety of programs to youth at-risk of
sexual exploitation and trafficking; gang involvement; domestiv violence; and former foster youth. All of their
various program participants share common risk facotrs, including poverty, proximity to drug and gang
influences, family instability, and violence in the home or community. These youtyh and young adults are
particularly vulnerable to the "easy money" lure of trafficking. OC United will provide an intensive week-long
program for identified at-risk youth (as well a those already experiencing trafficing) to: hi=sigthen awareness
of recruitment; bolster self esteem; improve coping skills; empower healthy decision, and to encourage/train
youth to advocate for themselves and others. Youth may attend segements of the awareness week, although
all are encouraged and incentivized to attend the full week.
