Friendly Center provides support programs and supplemental education to families and individuals that are
less fortunate and under-served in Orange and surrounding communities. One of their family resource
centers located on Rose St. in Orange is in need of refurbishing as a Childcare Room. Such room would be
used to case for children of adults that are participating in support programs offered by Friendly Center at
their Rose St. family resource center.
