The funds received in 2025, enabled the Precious Kids Foundation (PKF) to provide 1) daily 

nutritional support to children who are on lifelong medications due to incurable organ failure 

and 2) support to children back in school who need supplemental monthly nutrition, as 

prescribed by their doctor, due to gross malnutrition, their bodies suffered over many years 

resulting in damage to their bodies for life.
